NOTES and TIPS:
· Teams do not have to be fully formed before posting the idea. The marketplace can (and should) be used as a tool to find additional partners. You can browse and contact all members here. 
· Ideas do not have to be fully formed before posting. As new partners join, it is expected that the project will develop further and may change significantly. 
· If the idea is turned into a project application, the main applicant must contact their local business developer.
